
A Pinwheel Event can be anything to bring a solemn reminder
of child abuse prevention efforts, such as a prayer service, or
the planting of a “Pinwheel Garden." You can do this virtually
too!

The Pinwheel is the national symbol of child abuse 
prevention efforts. It represents the innocence, joy and
fun which should be the experience of all children.
Planting Pinwheels on the grounds of the church or school
leaves behind a dramatic, visual, public display of support for
protecting all of God's children from any kind of harm.

Blue Pinwheels are the universal 
sign of innocence, and therefore 
child abuse prevention.
