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     The Tessera in Catechetical Ministry is  
designed to promote ongoing spiritual and intel-
lectual formation for those who have completed 
their Basic California Catechist Certificate. Its 
requirements are in tune with the catechetical 
formation guidelines of the California Catholic 
Conference. 
     Completion of the tessera marks the half-way 
point toward fulfillment of requirements for the 
diocesan Certificate in Catechetical Ministry. 
For non-degreed persons, that certificate along 
with successful completion of the Master Catechist 
Training Course is required before someone can 
be appointed as a Master Catechist.

  - G200 Pastoral Focus for Cultural Diversity (15 hrs)
Total: 120 clock hours

Plus: Participation in at least two (2) spiritual retreats 
of at least one day during the three years prior to the 
awarding of the tessera (for example, OECM Advent 
Retreat, OECM Year End Retreat, personal retreat, etc.)
